After becoming the first head football coach in the history of
Kennesaw State University, Brian Bohannon has taken the Owls to
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heights never seen by a start-up football program.

In just four short years, Bohannon has led the Owls to a 37-12
record, back-to-back Big South Conference championships and
consecutive appearances in the quarterfinals of the FCS Playoffs.

After putting the world on notice in 2017 with a 12-2 season, the
outright Big South Conference title and two FCS Playoffs victories,
the Owls somehow outdid themselves during the 2018 campaign.
Ranked No. 2 in the nation for much of the year, KSU earned the
No. 4 overall seed in the playoffs and took an 11-game winning to
a second consecutive quarterfinal appearance where they held the
third-longest home streak in the nation that dated back over two
calendar years.

While the Owls have dominated on the field, Bohannon continues
to collect accolades, earning the AFCA FCS National Coach of the
Year following the 2017 season and earned AFCA District Coach of
the Year after the 2018 campaign to go along with back-to-back
Big South Conference Coach of the Year honors.

After graduating the inaugural signing class this year, Bohannon
has a new challenge ahead as the Owls go for an outright three-
peat championship in 2019, something never done in the history of
the Big South Conference.

e The 127-acre property includes a River Boardwalk, Discovery
Center, wetland demonstration gardens, and woodland trails
that are home to over 50 species of injured, non-releasable
wildlife.

e Educational programming is offered at CNC Monday through
Friday throughout the year for K-12 students, homeschool
groups, and community groups.

e The wildlife department receives more than 3,500 phone
calls each year, with topics ranging from animal
identification to habitat destruction.

e The wildlife staff provides medical assistance to injured birds
of prey, reptiles, and amphibians with the hope of releasing
them back into the wild.

e CNC has partnered with North Fulton Community Charities to
provide NFCC families with fresh fruits and vegetables from
the CNC Unity Garden.

e The CNC / NFCC partnership enables NFCC families to
improve their health and nutrition while experiencing a more
balanced meal.

e For the past 8 years, CNC’s Unity Garden has supplied more
than 32 tons of fresh produce to the clients of NFCC.
